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  2012 is going to be a busy year in missions at PVS, 
beginning with a “Samaria” construction trip to Walker, 
Louisiana, in March. We will be partnering with Louisiana 
Baptist Builders in the construction of a 12,000-sq.-ft. 
multi-use facility for Victory Baptist Mission Church 
the week of March 11-17. The building will include 
an auditorium, education space, and fellowship hall. 
Volunteers with skills in carpentry, plumbing, drywall 
installation and finishing, painting and HVAC, along with 
helpers in each area, are needed. The cost will be $100. 
Look for more information and a sign-up sheet in the 
Welcome Center. Next on the Missions Calendar is a 
return trip to Peru in April. A team of 8 volunteers will 
be continuing our ministry with our Huanca Quechua 
Unreached People Group in the Andes Mountains 
through a Dental Clinic, Vacation Bible School and Adult 
Bible Study. This trip will take place either the second 
or third week in April, depending on which one is best 
for our host village. An exact date will be decided on 
soon. In late May or early June, we will be returning 
to Ukraine with a 10-member team of volunteers to 
once again partner with Pastor Vitaliy and Christmas 
Church through Medical and Vision Clinic ministries 
in the villages surrounding Krasnograd. Interspersed 
among these mission trips will be local mission projects 
offering opportunities to minister in “our Jerusalem.” 
Make plans now to join us this year as we go forward 
in our commitment to Glocally Reconcile Our World To 
Him!
